Admission Requirements

Applications to the B.A. in Russian Literature, Culture and Translation are not
being accepted at this time.

! Students who fulfill the language requirement in fewer than 14 credit
hours as a result of starting their Russian studies in a course higher
than RUSS 22202 will complete remaining credit hours with general
electives. Students with previous Russian study or background
knowledge should take the Russian Placement test and consult with

a Russian faculty advisor for placement. Students lacking in sufficient
major-level proficiency to take the first major course (RUSS 22201) can
reach it by taking courses in the prerequisite sequence (RUSS 12201
and RUSS 12202). Students with sufficient Russian to place into higher
semesters are not allowed to take RUSS 12201 or RUSS 12202.
Students must earn a minimum C grade in one course to fulfill the
writing-intensive requirement.

Students planning to earn teaching licensure and declared in the
Education minor should take MCLS 30420.

Foreign Language College Requirement, B.A.

Students pursuing the Bachelor of Arts degree in the College of Arts and
Sciences must complete the following:

1. Elementary | and Il of any language (or equivalent) and
2. One of the following options:
a. Intermediate | and Il of the same language
b. Elementary | and Il of a second language
c. Any combination of two courses from the following list:
i. Intermediate | of the same language
ii. One to two college-level course(s) completed outside the
United States
iii. Courses: ARAB 21401, ASL 19401, CHIN 25421, MCLS 10001,
MCLS 20001, MCLS 20091, MCLS 21417, MCLS 21420,
MCLS 22217, MCLS 28403, MCLS 28404

All students with prior foreign language experience should take the
foreign language placement test to determine the appropriate level at
which to start. Some students may start beyond the Elementary | level
and will complete the requirement with fewer courses. This may be
accomplished in one of three ways:

1. Passing a course beyond Elementary | through Intermediate Il level
2. Receiving credit through one of the alternative credit programs
offered by Kent State University

3. Demonstrating language proficiency comparable to Elementary Il of a
foreign language

Certain programs may require specific languages, limit the languages
from which a student may choose or require coursework through
Intermediate Il. Students who plan to pursue graduate study may need a
particular language proficiency.

In addition to the other General Requirements of the college, candidates
for an undergraduate degree in the College of Arts and Sciences are
required, as a condition of graduation, to participate in an outcomes
assessment. These outcomes assessments are conducted by each
undergraduate degree program in the College of Arts and Sciences.

Full Description

The Bachelor of Arts degree in Russian Literature, Culture and Translation
provides a basis for the development of professional-level proficiency

in the Russian language, as well as comprehensive understanding of
Russian literature and culture, including television and film. Additionally,
students are introduced to basic skills for translating a variety of
pragmatic texts from Russian into English. Students explore the language
and culture of the pre-revolutionary Russian empire, the Soviet Union and
contemporary post-Soviet Russia.
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
